1985 in Detroit, Michigan; lives and works in Oakland, CA) creates paintings that weave forms of 

human intimacy through his representation of comradery between androgynous figures. Highlighting nodes of deep 

affection, while allowing room for interpretation of gender and kinship, Micheal offers his viewers a personal 

connection to the work. Leaving figures and spaces they occupy simple and at times unfinished, the large-scale oil 

paintings celebrate often marginalized individuals by emphasizing their vibrancy. 
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
